Dear Ms. McClintock:

A new law became effective 9/1/2008 which prohibits home-generated Sharps from being
placed in containers for the collection of solid waste, recyclable materials or greenwaste. A
work group was established by Council Member Kay Hosmer fo deal with the problem locally.
The work group met for several months to develop a local plan. The Colusa County Department
of Health and Human Services (DHHS) took the role as the lead agency since both Public Health
and Environmental Health are under the direction of this agency. Attached is the plan that was
submitted to the Colusa County Board of Supervisors and the City Councils of Colusa and
Williams. All three approved the plan as submitted. A component of the plan was to seek grant
funding for the project.

DHHS applied jointly with the Colusa County Department of Public Works for a grant from the
California Integrated Waste Management Board. Sharps disposal was a part of the grant
application. We were awarded the grant funding and the program is now ready to move
forward.

Enclosed you will find a draft of an Agreement that defines the roles and responsibilities of all the
parties involved. | have sent this Agreement to County Counsel to review. | plan on placing this
Agreement of the Board of Supervisors agenda July 27, 2010.

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Agreement between Colusa Regional Medical Center, Maxwell Fire
Department, Princeton Fire Department, Sacramento River Fire
Protection District, Colusa County Department of Public Works, and
the Colusa County Department of Health and Human Services
for the Disposal of Home Generated Sharps

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into as of this day of

in the year of 2010 by and between Colusa Regional Medical
Center (CRMC), Sacramento River Fire Protection District (SRFPD), Maxwell Fire
Department (MFD), Princeton Fire Department (PFD), Colusa County Public Works
(CCDPW - Maxwell Transfer Station), and the Colusa County Department of Health and
Human Services (DHHS), the City of Colusa and the City of Williams.

I. Purpose of Agreement: To provide for the purchase, installation, maintenance and
use of “Drop Boxes” (kiosks) to ensure the proper disposal of home-generated Sharps
(hypodermic needles, pen needles, intravenous needles, syringes, lancets and other
devices). The initial funding for this project is provided by a grant from the California
Integrated Waste Management Board to CCDPW and DHHS. After the grant funding
ends April 30, 2011 the cost for the disposal of the Sharps waste shall be assumed by the
County (Health Realignment forty percent [40%]), the City of Colusa (thirty percent
[30%]), and the City of Williams (thirty percent [30%)]).

II. Term: This Agreement becomes effective upon August 1, 2010 and shall renew
annually on July 1 thereafter, unless any of the parties notify the other parties, in writing,
of the need to renegotiate the terms of the Agreement.

II1. CRMC shall:

1. Agree that the equipment purchased pursuant to this agreement and identified as
one Exterior Kiosks for use at CRMC and four Interior Kiosks for use at the
satellite clinics located in Arbuckle, Colusa, Stonyford ,and Williams shall be
installed and utilized at the at the above noted locations. Agree to accept home-
generated Sharps at the sites identified during regular office hours; or at specific
days and times as identified and posted by the site,

2. Agree that equipment purchased remains the property of DHHS and shall be

returned to DHHS if CRMC withdraws from this Agreement.

Notify DHHS within 3 working days if the equipment is not functioning properly.

Allow County Staff or an authorized subcontractor access to their facilities to

install or provide for maintenance and/or repairs of the kiosks as needed during

regular operating hours of the clinics.

5. To install the exterior kiosks located at the hospital (199 E. Webster Street) at
their own expense, utilizing CRMC personnel.

6. Agree that any use of the Sharps equipment outside of this Agreement is
prohibited unless authorized and approved by DHHS and/or County Health

Officer.
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7. CRMC Housekeeping staff shall transport the Sharps from the satellite clinics to
Colusa Regional Medical Center for storage until picked up by a Certified
Medical Waste Hauler (CMWH).

8. CRMC shall be responsible for developing and implementing Sharps handling
and transporting policies and procedures that meet state regulations, and provide
training for their staff on the above policies and procedures.

9. CRMC shall bill DHHS quarterly for the cost of the Sharps/medical waste
disposal on a per pound basis as per CRMC’s current contract with the CMWH.

10. CRMC shall notify DHHS ninety (90) days prior to any rate increase of the
CMWH contract and fees resulting from that contract increase.

11. CRMC agrees to be the “Consolidation Point” for the “Home Generated Sharps”
program.

12. CRMC shall charge no rent or other fee to the County for this use of the CRMC Property.
This Agreement shall be construed as a revocable license, and shall not be deemed to
create a lease or an easement or to otherwise create any form of tenancy or grant any
interest in any real or personal property.

IV. MFD shall:

1. Agree that the equipment purchased pursuant to the agreement and identified as
Interior Kiosks shall be installed at the Maxwell Fire House.

2. Agree to accept home-generated Sharps at the site identified during regular office
hours; or at specific days and times as identified and posted by the site.

3. Agree the equipment purchased remains the property of DHHS and shall be
returned to DHHS if MFD withdraws from this Agreement.

4, Allow County Staff access to their facility to pick-up and transport Sharps
materials.

S. Notify DHHS within 3 working days if the equipment is not functioning properly.

6. Notify DHHS immediately if there is improper disposal of Sharps waste at their
facility. If the improper disposal occurs during normal working hours MFD will
notify the Environmental Health Division for clean-up. If the improper disposal
occurs after hours or on weekends MFD will contact Dispatch at the Sheriff’s
Department and request to speak to the Registered Environmental Health
Specialist (REHS) who is on-call for spills.

7. 1f MFD staff must handle the Sharps waste for the safety of staff or the public
they will utilize Universal Precautions.

8. Allow County Staff or an authorized sub-contractor access to their facility to
install or provide for maintenance and/or repairs of the kiosks as needed during
regular operating hours of the Fire Department.

9. Agree that any use of this equipment outside of this Agreement is prohibited
unless authorized and approved by DHHS and/or County Health Officer.

V. PFD shall:
1. Agree that the equipment purchased pursuant to this agreement and identified as
“Exterior Kiosks” shall be installed at the Princeton Fire House.
2. Agree to accept home-generated Sharps at the site identified.
3. Agrees that equipment purchased remains the property of DHHS and shall be
returned to DHHS if PFD withdraws from this Agreement.
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4. Allow County Staff access to their facility to pick-up and transport Sharps

materials.

Notify DHHS within 3 working days if the equipment is not functioning properly.

6. Notify DHHS immediately if there is improper disposal of Sharps waste at their
facility. If the improper disposal occurs during normal working hours PFD will
notify the Environmental Health Division for clean-up. If the improper disposal
occurs after hours or on weekends PFD will contact Dispatch at the Sheriff’s
Department and request to speak to the Registered Environmental Health
Specialist (REHS) who is on-call for spills.

2. Agree to accept home-generated Sharps at the site identified.
3. Agree that equipment purchased remains the property of DHHS and shall be
returned to DHHS if SRFPD withdraws from this Agreement.

4. Allow County Staff access to their facility to pick-up and transport Sharps

materials.

Notify DHHS within 3 working days if the equipment is not functioning properly.

6. Notify DHHS immediately if there is improper disposal of Sharps waste at their
facility. If the improper disposal occurs during normal working hours MFD will
notify the Environmental Health Division for clean-up. If the improper disposal
occurs after hours or on weekends SRFD will contact Dispatch at the Sheriff’s
Department and request to speak to the Registered Environmental Health
Specialist (REHS) who is on-call for spills.

1. Agree that the equipment purchased pursuant to this agreement and identified as
“Exterior Kiosks” shall be installed at the Maxwell Transfer Station.
2. Agree to accept home-generated Sharps at the site identified during regular office
hours; or at specific days and times as identified and posted by the site.
3. Agree that equipment purchased remains the property of DHHS and shall be
retumned to DHHS if CCDPW withdraws from this Agreement.
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
