Sustainability :

Sustainability is natural to an agricultural community. We live sustainability each and

every day. Some examples include:

o Tertiary waste water irrigates non -food crops creating a zero-discharge situation for
Colusa Industrial Park .

e At Colusa Industrial Park , agricultural waste from multiple tenants is recycled. The
rice hulls/straw, dry bean waste, wild rice hulls, see d cleanings and organic material
are worked into the soil for the seed crops irrigated by tertiary waste water. This
system improv es soil quality and produces no discharge for the landfill .

e After the rice harvest, there is
S . F approximately 200 Ibs./acre of seed left

‘ gl s in the fields as a result of mechanical

harvest. This seed is consumed

throughout the winter by migratory
waterfowl (see
sacramentovallegfuges.fws.goy. The rice

acreageat Colusa Industrial Park a is a

valuable food source for migrating

ra fhd s oAl : wildlife .

Colusa National Wildlife Refuge e Solar panels turn sunlight into energy at
the Colusa Industrial Park. To date, this project provides 50% of the power needed
to dry the rice at the park. This solar project has been so successful that fie Park is
planning to expand the use of solar panels to additional tenants.

e Wheat straw from local fields is used for compost to grow mushrooms.

e Damaged concrete bricks and blocks
are recycled as paving material.

¢ Many of the businessesat Colusa
Industrial Park work with each
other creating a circle of business
from raw materials, to
manufactured goods or food, to
recycled products.

e The City of Colusa is preparing for
the installation of new solar panels
to provide electricity for anew
waste water treatment plant.

e The State of California Economic Development Department (EDD) considers Colusa
to be part of the North Central Counties Consortium of 5 counties: Colusa, Glenn,
Lake, Sutter and Yuba. (www.calmis.ca.gov/file/maps/lwia_nccc.pdf ).

e As the table illustrates the most recent Occupational Employment Statistics (OES)
survey results from the California Employment Development Department (EDD)
show that the mean hourly wage for all occupations in the North Valley Region is
$17.21/hour.

e Because the region is rural,people
frequently drive in excess of 50 miles
for quality jobs within the region.

While our workforce is primarily

drawn from Colusa, Glenn, Butte,

Sutter, Yuba, and Yolo counties, many
employers draw employees from as far
away as Sacramento and the northern
San Francisco Bay area. In 2000, the US ‘
Census Bureau calculated the mean " Sutter Buttes
time to commute to work in the region was 22 minutes.

¢ While the US Census Bureau 2008 median family income in our region is only 77%
of the state average however home ownership in the region is slightly above the
state average. Thisreflects the affordable housing in the region. Homeownership
contributes to a stable workforce. Colusa is an affordable, safe place to raise a family.

e The US Census Bureau also shows that the privatenonfarm employment percent age
for the period 2000-2007increased more in the region than statewide. Our region
increased 15.7%as opposed to the sate averageincreaseof 6.9%.

Educational Opportunities:
Colusa County will soon have
a branch campus of Woodland
Community College . This
new campus is scheduled to
open late 2010 and will be
located in the City of Williams,
i on Interstate 5. The new
